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Purpose: 
Lincoln Scholarship Programs are designed to provide financial assistance to students who meet the criteria established 
below and want to enroll in one of the Lincoln Group of Schools* for enrollments between January 1, 2024 through 
December 31, 2024. By offering the American Hero and Single Parent Scholarships to future students who are 
interested in vocational career training, Lincoln continues to show its commitment to helping students reach their 
goals as it has done since opening its first school in 1946.    
 
Eligibility Requirements**: 
In order to apply for a Lincoln Scholarship, an eligible student must: 
 

• Complete the application process to enroll; 
• Complete the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA); 
• Enroll in the program of your choice by December 31, 2024; and 
• Submit your Lincoln Scholarship application to the financial aid staff. 

 
American Hero Scholarship applicants must submit proof of military service. 
 

Those students awarded a scholarship must maintain satisfactory academic progress and also must attend the Lincoln 
Financial Literacy presentation within six weeks of enrollment. Only students that meet the qualifications listed above, 
and the admissions requirements in order to be considered an enrolled student, and who have demonstrated a financial 
need, can be awarded this scholarship.

Additional Scholarship Information: 
In order to be eligible for the scholarship, a student must enroll between January 1, 2024 and  
December 31, 2024.  Applications must be submitted on or before December 31, 2024. The scholarship will not be 
awarded to any student who defers their enrollment past the requisite time period.  The amount and number of 
scholarships offered by each campus can vary based on the number of applications. This award is a scholarship and 
does not require any form of repayment to any of the Lincoln Group of Schools*. 
 
These Scholarship programs can be suspended at any time. There would be no adverse impact on those students who 
were awarded a scholarship in the event that the Scholarship program was suspended. 
 
Students can receive any combined Lincoln Scholarships / Grant not to exceed $3,000.   

• If a student receives any single Lincoln scholarship / Grant exceeding $3,000, that will be the only 
scholarship awarded, no other Lincoln Scholarship / Grant can be combined. 

• Gap Grants, Pride Grants and Academic Leadership Scholarships are excluded from the $3,000 cap.

**Recipients of the American Hero Scholarship may have their award applied to books and fees, if tuition is fully covered by other sources. 
All scholarships must be applied for within 15 days of the start (with the exception of the Leadership Scholarships). 
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
